We Honor Those Who Paid the Price for Our Freedom by Their own Blood.

Exodus 15:3
The LORD is a man of war; The LORD is His name.

Joshua 4:1-7
And it came to pass, when all the people had completely crossed over the Jordan, that the
LORD spoke to Joshua, saying: 2 “Take for yourselves twelve men from the people, one man
from every tribe, 3 and command them, saying, “Take for yourselves twelve stones from
here, out of the midst of the Jordan, from the place where the priests’ feet stood firm. You
shall carry them over with you and leave them in the lodging place where you lodge
tonight.” ” 4 Then Joshua called the twelve men whom he had appointed from the children
of Israel, one man from every tribe; 5 and Joshua said to them: “Cross over before the ark of
the LORD your God into the midst of the Jordan, and each one of you take up a stone on his
shoulder, according to the number of the tribes of the children of Israel, 6 that this may be a
sign among you when your children ask in time to come, saying, “What do these stones
mean to you?’ 7 Then you shall answer them that the waters of the Jordan were cut off
before the ark of the covenant of the LORD; when it crossed over the Jordan, the waters of
the Jordan were cut off. And these stones shall be for a memorial to
the children of Israel forever.”

The Commissioning

to the mom and dad tonight over your child
— in the morning before your child — cover them with your offering...

to the wife tonight dedicate your husband to God

—in the morning — cover him with your offering...

to the husband tonight dedicate your wife to God

— in the morning — cover her with your offering

to you who are single - dedicate your life to God
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—in the morning — present yourself with an offering

STANDING TO BE MEMORIALIZED
If I could, I would commission you to literally, physically begin today to start
creating memorials. — and so I shall

Exodus 12:14
