Romans 1:17 
For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; 

as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 

 

But Faith Must Be Born from Out of The Human Soul. 
 

Romans 10:14-17 
How then shall they call on Him in whom they have not believed? And how 
shall they believe in Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they 

hear without a preacher? 15 And how shall they preach unless they are sent? 
As it is written: “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the gospel of 

peace, Who bring glad tidings of good things!” 16 But they have not all 
obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “LORD, who has believed our report?” 

17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

Romans 3:10 
As it is written: “There is none righteous, no, not one; 

 
Step Two 

Romans 3:23 
For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 

 
Step Three 

Romans 6:23 
For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life 

in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

 
Step Four 

Romans 5:8 
But God demonstrates His own love toward us, 

in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 
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Step Five 

Romans 10:13 
For “whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved.”

Romans 2:1-11 

1 Therefore you are inexcusable, O man, whoever you are who judge, for in 
whatever you judge another you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice 
the same things. 2 But we know that the judgment of God is according to truth 

against those who practice such things. 3 And do you think this, O man, you who  
judge those practicing such things, and doing the same, that you will escape the  
judgment of God?  4 Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance,  

and longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leads you to  
repentance? 5 But in accordance with your hardness and your impenitent heart  

you are treasuring up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of 
 the righteous judgment of God, 6 Who “will render to each one according to his 

deeds”: 7 eternal life to those who by patient continuance in doing good seek 
for glory, honor, and immortality; 8 but to those who are self-seeking and 
do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness - - indignation and wrath, 

9 tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first 
and also of the Greek; 10 but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who 

works what is good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. 
11 For there is no partiality with God. 

 
In Chapter One and Like a surgeon, the apostle Paul went after the 

obvious sins and infections and diseases that are so easily observable among 
fallen humanity, this he has done in chapter 1 by addressing the human soul 

that is in the latter stages of cancer – Soul Cancer!
