The Reading of Our Text

Romans 11:19-36
19 You will say then, “Branches were broken off that | might be grafted in.” 20 Well said.
Because of unbelief they were broken off, and you stand by faith. Do not be haughty,
but fear. 21 For if God did not spare the natural branches, He may not spare you either.
22 Therefore consider the goodness and severity of God: on those who fell, severity; but
toward you, goodness, if you continue in His goodness. Otherwise you also will be cut
off. 23 And they also, if they do not continue in unbelief, will be grafted in, for God is
able to graft them in again. 24 For if you were cut out of the olive tree which is wild by
nature, and were grafted contrary to nature into a cultivated olive tree, how much more
will these, who are natural branches, be grafted into their own olive tree....?

25 For | do not desire, brethren, that you should be ignorant of this mystery, lest you
should be wise in your own opinion, that blindness in part has happened to Israel until
the fullness of the Gentiles has come in. 26 And so all Israel will be saved, as it is
written: “The Deliverer will come out of Zion, And He will turn away ungodliness from
Jacob; 27 For this is My covenant with them, When | take away their sins.”

28 Concerning the Gospel they are enemies for your sake, but concerning the election
they are beloved for the sake of the fathers. 29 For the gifts and the calling of God are
irrevocable. 30 For as you were once disobedient to God, yet have now obtained mercy




through their disobedience, 31 even so these also have now been disobedient, that
through the mercy shown you they also may obtain mercy. 32 For God has committed
them all to disobedience, that He might have mercy on all.

Mark 7:31-37 NLT
Jesus left Tyre and went up to Sidon before going back to the Sea of Galilee and the region
of the Ten Cities 32 A deaf man with a speech impediment was brought to him, and the
people begged Jesus to lay his hands on the man to heal him. 33 Jesus led him away from
the crowd so they could be alone. He put his fingers into the man’s ears. Then, spitting on

his own fingers, he touched the man’s tongue. 34 Looking up to heaven, he sighed and said,
“Ephphatha,” which means, “Be opened!” 35 Instantly the man could hear perfectly, and
his tongue was freed so he could speak plainly! 36 Jesus told the crowd not to tell anyone,
but the more he told them not to, the more they spread the news. 37 They were completely
amazed and said again and again, “Everything he does is wonderful. He even makes the
deaf to hear and gives speech to those who cannot speak.”
