Forever Discovering God’s Personality & Nature 
( to adventure, to explore, to expedition, to find and then to find again, and again… )  

 
Depths grk: bathos 

The depth of deep water. (imagery = the endless, seemingly bottomless depth of 
the sea. (38,000 ft “) 

 

Riches grk: ploutos 
owned wealth, wealth possessed, wealth in hand. 

 

Wisdom grk: Sophia 
cleverness, intellectual prowess, the knowledge of God, what God knows is in 
action which is His wisdom on display. (Psalm 19) 

 

Knowledge grk: gnosis 
what is to God, His knowing - understanding of all things (known to us and not 
known to us). The purpose, the why and the reason to everything. 

 

Unsearchable grk: : anexereunetos 
untraceable, unable to find the tracks or prints. 

 

Psalm 77:19 
Your way was in the sea, Your path in the great waters, and Your footsteps were not known. 
 
Judgements  grk krima 

His sentence, His ruling, His verdict. 
 

Ways  grk: hodos 
His direction as in movements, His coming and going are beyond human 
capabilities. Highway, road, streets. 
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Finding grk: anexichniastos 
to seek to track down, to seek to find out - - that which cannot be traced fathomed 
- - unfathomable. 

 

All of that For All of this… 

Psalm 46:10-11 
Be still, and know that I am God; I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the 

earth! 11 The LORD of hosts is with us; The God of Jacob is our refuge. 

 

A Foretaste of Glory Divine 
 

Exodus 24:16-17 
Now the glory of the LORD rested on Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days. And on 
the seventh day He called to Moses out of the midst of the cloud. 17 The sight of the glory of 

the LORD was like a consuming fire on the top of the mountain in  
the eyes of the children of Israel.

(The City of God) Having the glory of God. Her light was like a most precious stone, like a 

jasper stone, clear as crystal. :23 The city had no need of the sun or of the moon to shine in 
it, for the glory of God illuminated it. The Lamb is its light. 24 And the nations of those who 

are saved shall walk in its light, and the kings of the earth bring their glory and honor into it.

7b.) We will forever be learning      vs. 34-35 
 

 

34 “For who has known the mind of the LORD? Or who has become His counselor  
 

I do not understand the things that God does – Yet over time I am thankful for 

Him doing exactly what He has done. 

 

My personal witness of what He did to me in Mark 7 
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Mark 7:31-37 NLT 
Jesus left Tyre and went up to Sidon before going back to the Sea of Galilee and the region of 
the Ten Cities 32 A deaf man with a speech impediment was brought to him, and the people 
begged Jesus to lay his hands on the man to heal him. 33 Jesus led him away from the crowd 

so they could be alone. He put his fingers into the man’s ears. Then, spitting on his own 
fingers, he touched the man’s tongue. 34 Looking up to heaven, he sighed and said, 

“Ephphatha,” which means, “Be opened!” 35 Instantly the man could hear perfectly, and his 
tongue was freed so he could speak plainly! 36 Jesus told the crowd not to tell anyone, but 

the more he told them not to, the more they spread the news. 37 They were completely 
amazed and said again and again, “Everything he does is wonderful. He even makes the deaf 

to hear and gives speech to those who cannot speak.” 
 

Verse 35 

35 “Or who has first given to Him and it shall be repaid to Him?”  
 

Who has given to God to the extent that –  
Now God owes you? 

 

Repaid grk:  
  to anticipate (God), to go before (God), to be first  

(God at second) or ahead of (God). 
 

We would never admit this – but the truth is; 
1. “Why is this happening to me God?” or  

2. “What did I do to deserve this God?” 

3. “God - I thought You loved me?” 
 

These all come from our carnal attitude of equation or equity or 
inclusion. 

 

Matthew 19:23-27 
Then Jesus said to His disciples, “Assuredly, I say to you that it is hard for a rich man to enter 
the kingdom of heaven. 24 And again I say to you, it is easier for a camel to go through the 
eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of God.” :25 When His disciples 
heard it, they were greatly astonished, saying, “Who then can be saved?” :26 But Jesus 

looked at them and said to them, “With men this is impossible, but with God all things are 
possible.” :27 Then Peter answered and said to Him, “See, we have left all and followed You. 

Therefore what shall we have?” 
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“I’ve DONE THINGS FOR YOU God –  

now it’s time for you to DO SOMETHING FOR ME” 
 

“O’ No! - the truth is - - God alone is First, Before All Things
