“Who do the crowds say that I am?” :19 So they answered and said, “John the Baptist, but some say 
Elijah; and others say that one of the old prophets has risen again.” :20 He said to them, “But who do 

you say that I am?”  Peter answered and said, “The Christ of God.” :21 And He strictly warned and 
commanded them to tell this to no one, :22 saying, “The Son of Man must suffer many things, and be 

rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised the third day.” :23 
Then He said to them all, “If anyone desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his 
cross daily, and follow Me. :24 For whoever desires to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his 

life for My sake will save it. :25 For what profit is it to a man if he gains the whole world, and is himself 
destroyed or lost?  :26 For whoever is ashamed of Me and My words, of him the Son of Man will be 
ashamed when He comes in His own glory, and in His Father’s, and of the holy angels.  :27 But I tell 
you truly, there are some standing here who shall not taste death till they see the kingdom of God.” 

 
Three of the four gospel accounts record this event. 

each of three focus on a particular aspect of the event. 
 

“Who Do People Say That I AM? 
This Now Brings About The Final Phase in the Ministry of Jesus Christ, 

 
There Are Those Changes of the Season that You Can “Feel” 

 
Here, in Luke 9 – The “Feeling” that the season is changing is in the air. 

 
 

the question was first asked by Herod in verse 9. 
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That Question Set Up an Opportunity 
for the Lord to answer the most important question you will ever 

ask in this life. 
 

Who Is This Jesus Christ? 

Jesus Answered Herod’s Question 
by Feeding 5,000 men. 

 

Why This, Why Now? 
Jesus’ Galilean ministry is drawing to a close. 

Jesus will begin His journey toward Jerusalem and to His death. 
 

Luke 9:51 
Now it came to pass, when the time had come for Him to be received up, 

that He steadfastly set His face to go to Jerusalem, 
 

John 18:37 
…For this cause I was born, and for this cause I have come into the world.

Caesarea Philippi; 
• Named after Augustus Caesar 
• Dedicated to the glory of Rome 
The Citizens were required to proclaim “Caesar is Lord "

And it happened, as He was alone praying, that His disciples joined Him, 
and He asked them, saying, “Who do the crowds say that I am?” 

 
 

People Will Say 
He was a great teacher, the pinnacle of moral perfection, the picture perfect 

role model for every man. 
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No Way Can That be True 
because when you read what Jesus said about Himself, about you and I and the world, He is either 

the Lord God of Heaven, or He’s a Lunatic. 
 

Lord or Lunatic? 
“I am The Bread of Life” 

 

Lord or Lunatic? 
“I am the Way the Truth and Life, no Man Comes to the Father but Through Me.” 

 

Lord or Lunatic? 
I Am the Resurrection and the Life, 

he who believes in me, even though he dies, yet he shall live.” 
 

Lord or Lunatic? 
“I am the Light of the World.” 

 

Popular Opinion is Fickle 
 

There have been those who said that Jesus was an angel 
(why?) – because they see in Jesus heavenly sweetness. 

 
others have said that He was a spirit being 

(why?) – because they see in Jesus another realm. 
 

some have said that Jesus came from the mother ship 
(why?) – because they see in Jesus a dimension 

 
Those of the Jehovah’s Witness Cult 

say that Jesus is actually Michael the Archangel and not the Lord. 
 

The Maharishi Mihas Yogi 
Declares that Jesus is in a Long Line of Enlightened Masters of the Mysticism. 

 
Lord Maitreya 

is saying that he is the same as Jesusn of the last days...

So they answered and said, 
“John the Baptist, but some say Elijah; 
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They Answered Reluctantly, with Hesitation. 
 
 

1c.)  Some people will say He’s a great prophet               v.19b 
 

…others say that one of the old prophets has risen again.”   
 

Luke 12:9 
But he who denies Me before men will be 

denied before the angels of God. 
 

Our Muslim Friends and Islam Teaches 
That Jesus was a Prophet, Nothing More, Nothing Less. 

That He was a Prophet – Yet Mohammad is Greater Than Jesus.

Matthew gives the greatest detail 

 
Matthew 16:13-18 

When Jesus came into the region of Caesarea Philippi, He asked His disciples, saying, “Who do men 
say that I, the Son of Man, am?” 

Matthew 16:14  So they said, “Some say John the Baptist, some Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one 
of the prophets.” 

Matthew 16:15  He said to them, “But who do you say that I am?” 
Matthew 16:16  Simon Peter answered and said, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” 

Matthew 16:17  Jesus answered and said to him, “Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah, for flesh and 
blood has not revealed this to you, but My Father who is in heaven. 

Matthew 16:18 And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and 
the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. 

 

this was a declaration 
dec·la·ra·tion n 

an emphatic and formal public statement, the announcing of a particular fact. 
 

if you are entering a foreign country and as you approach the customs officer, 
he asks you, “Do You Have Anything to Declare” what do you say? 

 
You Say Yes, I Do, 

“I Declare That Jesus Christ is Lord to The Glory of God” 
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Matthew 10:32-33 
Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is 
in heaven. :33 But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which 

is in heaven.  
 

Mark 8:30-31 
Then he charged them that they should tell no man about him. And he began to teach them, that the 
Son of man must suffer many things, and be rejected of the elders, and of the chief priests, and 

scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise again.  
 

Romans 10:9 
that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him 

from the dead, you will be saved.

Jesus said; “The Son of Man (1) must suffer many things, and (2) be rejected by the elders and chief 
priests and scribes, and (3) be killed, and (4) be raised the third day.” 

 

The Son of Man 
{meaning, He was in our place before the Father} 

 
Before The Throne of God; is an awesome scene. 

 
Revelation 4:7-8 

The first living creature was like a lion, the second living creature like an ox, the third living creature 
had a face like a man, and the fourth living creature was like a flying eagle. :8 The four living 

creatures, each having six wings, were full of eyes around and within. And they do not rest day or 
night, saying: 

“Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, Who was and is and is to come!” 
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The Four Faces of Christs Ministry. 
 

In Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus is Introduced as; 
the Lion of the Tribe of Judah, The King of the Jews. 

Kings are Represented as a Lion 
 
 

In Mark’s Gospel Jesus is Introduced as; 
the servant of all, the burden bearer, more miracles are recorded in Mark than any other gospel. 

 
In Luke’s Gospel Jesus is Introduced as; 

as the son of man, representing mankind and his humanity.  
that Christ the savior is the Lord in human form. man 

 
 

In John’s Gospel Jesus is Introduced as; 
the God of deity. the very God of Very God. eagle
