1 John 4:1-6 
Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; because 

many false prophets have gone out into the world.2 By this you know the Spirit of God: Every 
spirit that confesses that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is of God, 3 and every spirit that 

does not confess that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is not of God. And this is the spirit of 
the Antichrist, which you have heard was coming, and is now already in the world. 4 You are 
of God, little children, and have overcome them, because He who is in you is greater than he 

who is in the world. 5 They are of the world. Therefore they speak as of the world, and the 
world hears them. 6 We are of God. He who knows God hears us; he who is not of God does 

not hear us. By this we know the spirit of truth and the spirit of error.

4 And Jesus answered and said to them: "Take 
heed that no one deceives you. 5 "For many will come in My name, saying, 'I am the Christ,' and will deceive many. 11 

"Then many false prophets will rise up and deceive many. 
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Matthew 7:13-16 
"Enter by the narrow gate; for wide is the gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction, and there are many who go

Philippians 3:17-19 
Brethren, join in following my example, and note those who so walk, as you have us for a pattern. 18 

For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the 
enemies of the cross of Christ: 19 whose end is destruction, whose god is their belly, and whose glory 

is in their shame-- who set their mind on earthly things. 

 

Galatians 2:4-5 
And this occurred because of false brethren secretly brought in (who came in by stealth to spy out our 

liberty which we have in Christ Jesus, that they might bring us into bondage), 5 to whom we did not 
yield submission even for an hour, that the truth of the gospel might continue with you. 

 

2 Corinthians 11:9-15 
And when I was with you and needed something, I was not a burden to anyone, for the brothers who 
came from Macedonia supplied what I needed. I have kept myself from being a burden to you in any 
way, and will continue to do so. 10 As surely as the truth of Christ is in me, nobody in the regions of 

Achaia will stop this boasting of mine. 11 Why? Because I do not love you? God knows I do! 12 And I 
will keep on doing what I am doing in order to cut the ground from under those who want an 

opportunity to be considered equal with us in the things they boast about. 13 For such men are false 
apostles, deceitful workmen, masquerading as apostles of Christ. 14 And no wonder, for Satan 

himself masquerades as an angel of light. 15 It is not surprising, then, if his servants masquerade as 
servants of righteousness. Their end will be what their actions deserve. 

 

2 Timothy 3:1-9 
But know this, that in the last days perilous times will come: 2 For men will be lovers of themselves, 

lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, 3 
unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, despisers of good, 4 traitors, 

headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, 5 having a form of godliness but 
denying its power. And from such people turn away! 6 For of this sort are those who creep into 

households and make captives of gullible women loaded down with sins, led away by various lusts, 7 
always learning and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth. 8 Now as Jannes and Jambres 
resisted Moses, so do these also resist the truth: men of corrupt minds, disapproved concerning the 

faith; 9 but they will progress no further, for their folly will be manifest to all, as theirs also was. 

 

Acts 20:28-31 
"Therefore take heed to yourselves and to all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you 
overseers, to shepherd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood. 29 "For I know 
this, that after my departure savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock. 30 "Also 
from among yourselves men will rise up, speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples after 

themselves. 31 "Therefore watch, and remember that for three years I did not cease to warn 
everyone night and day with tears. 

 

2 Corinthians 11:22-26 
Are they Hebrews? So am I. Are they Israelites? So am I. Are they the seed of Abraham? So am I. 23 

Are they ministers of Christ?-- I speak as a fool-- I am more: in labors more abundant, in stripes 
above measure, in prisons more frequently, in deaths often. 24 From the Jews five times I received 

forty stripes minus one. 25 Three times I was beaten with rods; once I was stoned; three times I was 
shipwrecked; a night and a day I have been in the deep; 26 in journeys often, in perils of waters, in 

perils of robbers, in perils of my own countrymen, in perils of the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils 
in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren;
