6.) Love makes us bold and daring in this world v.17

17 Love has been perfected among us in this: that we may have boldness in the
day of judgment; because as He is, so are we in this world.
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Because He loves us,
with a total and complete love there is nothing for us to be nervous
about especially on the day of judgement. This boldness causes us
to be as confident in this world as Jesus was.

John 15:13
"Greater (bold) love has no one than this, than to lay down one's life for his friends.

7.) Love overpowers all of our fears v.18

18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves
torment. But he who fears has not been made perfect in love.

because we are the object of His love. When we do not believe in
Him, then we are fearful, timid and unproductive.
