Summation Sentence of Text

stuck. Tangled up. to be surprised.

Genesis 4:8-9

We All Need Prayer
(Do You Pray For Me?)

Ephesians 6:18-19 TLB
Pray all the time. Ask God for anything in line with the Holy Spirit's wishes. Plead with
him, reminding him of your needs, and keep praying earnestly for all Christians
everywhere. 1° Pray for me, too, and ask God to give me the right words as | boldly tell
others about the Lord and as | explain to them that his salvation is for the Gentiles too.
