a.) It usually doesn’t make human sense v.4

So he passed through the mountains of Ephraim and through
the land of Shall-I-sha, but they did not find them.

b.) To bring you to the point of asking directions v.5

5 When they had come to the land of Zuff, Saul said to his
servant who was with him, "Come, let us return, lest my
father cease caring about the donkeys and become worried
about us." 6 And he said to him, "Look now, there is in
this city a man of God, and he is an honorable man; all
that he says surely comes to pass. So let us go there;

perhaps he can show us the way that we should go."

c.) He will always provide what’s needed vv.18-20

18 Then Saul drew near to Samuel in the gate, and said,
"Please tell me, where is the seer's house?" 19 And Samuel
answered Saul and said, "I am the seer. Go up before me to

the high place, for you shall eat with me today; and
tomorrow I will let you go and will tell you all that is in
your heart. 20 "But as for your donkeys that were lost
three days ago, do not be anxious about them, for they have
been found...

..And on whom is all the desire of Israel? Is it not on you
and on all your father's house?"
