Informational Data on the Topic of Events

1 Samuel 30:11-16
Then they found an Egyptian in the field, and brought him to David; and they gave him
bread and he ate, and they let him drink water. 2 And they gave him a piece of a cake
of figs and two clusters of raisins. So when he had eaten, his strength came back to
him; for he had eaten no bread nor drunk water for three days and three nights. 13
Then David said to him, “To whom do you belong, and where are you from?” And he
said, “l am a young man from Egypt, servant of an Amalekite; and my master left me
behind, because three days ago | fell sick. 1* We made an invasion of the southern
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area of the Cherethites, in the territory which belongs to Judah, and of the southern
area of Caleb; and we burned Ziklag with fire.” 1> And David said to him, “Can you take
me down to this troop?” So he said, “Swear to me by God that you will neither kill me
nor deliver me into the hands of my master, and | will take you down to this troop. 1¢
And when he had brought him down, there they were, spread out over all the land,
eating and drinking and dancing, because of all the great spoil which they had taken
from the land of the Philistines and from the land of Judah.

So they went
out to meet David and to meet the people who were with him. And when David came
near the people, he greeted them. 22 Then all the wicked and worthless men of those
who went with David answered and said, “Because they did not go with us, we will not
give them any of the spoil that we have recovered, except for every man’s wife and
children, that they may lead them away and depart.” 22 But David said, “My brethren,
you shall not do so with what the LORD has given us, who (GOD) has preserved
us and (GOD) has delivered into our hand the troop that came against us. ?* For who
will heed you in this matter?

“For the kingdom of heaven is like a landowner who went out early in the morning to

hire laborers for his vineyard. 2 Now when he had agreed with the laborers for a
denarius a day, he sent them into his vineyard. * And he went out about the third hour
and saw others standing idle in the marketplace, # and said to them, “You also go into
the vineyard, and whatever is right | will give you.” So they went. ®> Again he went out
about the sixth and the ninth hour, and did likewise. ® And about the eleventh hour he

went out and found others standing idle, and said to them, “Why have you been
standing here idle all day?’ ” They said to him, “Because no one hired us.” He said to
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them, ‘You also go into the vineyard, and whatever is right you will receive.’ 8 “So when

evening had come, the owner of the vineyard said to his steward, ‘Call the laborers and

give them their wages, beginning with the last to the first.” °® And when those came who
were hired about the eleventh hour, they each received a denarius. 1° But when the
first came, they supposed that they would receive more; and they likewise received

each a denarius. !* And when they had received it, they complained against the

landowner, 12 saying, “These last men have worked only one hour, and you made them
equal to us who have borne the burden and the heat of the day.” * But he answered

one of them and said, “Friend, | am doing you no wrong. Did you not agree with me for
a denarius? * Take what is yours and go your way. | wish to give to this last man the
same as to you. *° Is it not lawful for me to do what | wish with my own things? Or is

your eye evil because | am good?’
