There’s A Day Coming 
2 Corinthians 5:9-11 

Therefore we make it our aim, whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to Him.  
:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may 

receive the things done in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or 
bad.  :11 Knowing, therefore, the terror of the Lord, we persuade men; 

 
As Believers, we come from a long-line of cultural crusaders. 

Here’s a few examples of God’s people influencing governments 
Daniel, Esther, Jeremiah, Isaiah, John the Baptist – even Paul used his political-civic opportunity to 

appeal to Caesar. 
 

1 Timothy 2:1-2 
Therefore I exhort first of all that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of 

thanks be made for all men, :2 for kings and all who are in authority, that we may lead 
a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and reverence. 

 

We Persuade Men.

Now when they had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia, they came to 
Thessalonica, where there was a synagogue of the Jews.  :2 Then Paul, as his custom 
was, went in to them, and for three Sabbaths reasoned with them from the Scriptures,  
:3 explaining and demonstrating that the Christ had to suffer and rise again from the 
dead, and saying, “This Jesus whom I preach to you is the Christ.” :4 And some of 

them were persuaded;
