The word of the LORD came to me again, saying, 2 “Son of man, prophesy and 
say, “Thus says the Lord GOD: “Wail, ‘Woe to the day!’ 3 for the day is near, 

even the day of the LORD is near; it will be a day of clouds, the time 
of the Gentiles. (or the judgment of the nations of this world) 

 

And for Those Left Behind, after The Rapture;

The LORD gives voice before His army, for His camp is very great;

In no way should we be surprised by this reality. 
Chronos (Time) by “Nature” and by “Observation” we know there is an end 
coming. The Sciences Demand That Everything that is Studied, Must by 

Nature Come to an End. 
 

What is this “the day of the Lord”? 
It “will come” and it will come “as a thief in the night” 

 

Make note here that whenever this term “as a thief in the night” is 

used - it is used to describe those who are caught by surprise at His 
appearing / coming. 

 

1 Thessalonians 5:1-4 
But concerning the times and the seasons, brethren, you have no need that I should write to 
you. 2 For you yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so comes as a thief in the 
night. 3 For when they say, “Peace and safety!” then sudden destruction comes upon them, 
as labor pains upon a pregnant woman. And they shall not escape. 4 But you, brethren, are 

not in darkness, so that this Day should overtake you as a thief. 

  

Isaiah 26:20-21 
Come, my people, enter your chambers, And shut your doors behind you; Hide 

yourself, as it were, for a little moment, Until the indignation is past.

This “world that is now.” This “as is world” will expire. 
 

#1 
We need to remember that the world that was pre-fall 

was a very different environment from the world that was post-fall. 
( things began to die ) 

 
#2 

And we need to remember that the world that was pre-flood 
was different from the world that was post-flood. 

  
#3 

Thus, we need to remember that the world that is ours today, 
is a post fallen, post flood world and thanks be to God - it is very different 

world from the world that is coming. 

 

2 Peter 3:6-7 
by which the world that then existed perished, being flooded with water. 

7 But the heavens and the earth which are now 

 

Acts 3:20-21 
and that He may send Jesus Christ, who was preached to you before, 21 

whom heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all things, which 
God has spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets since the world began. 

 
“with a great noise” 
The Greek words used here mean: to make a sound of a swoosh, a burst or blast 
of air – more accurately, it means the sound that an arrow or bullet makes passing 
by. (like the sound of nearby thunder roaring from one side of the sky to the other) 



“and the elements will melt” 
The Greek Sto’iche’ion means elementary or {one of a row or One in a row of the 
next One} – the undoing of the alphabet, order, information – design.

“will be burned up” 
 
Works = meaning all that any and every human being has ever planned, achieved, performed, 
built, or invented or did. All of it will be consumed in His coming fire. 
 

This verse demands that: “the will of man” be stacked up 
against or exposed to the will of God. The Issue is – Did I, in 
my life seek to find out what the will of God was for me (my 
purpose for living) and did I live for that will or did I live for 

my own will, my own purpose? 
 

Isaiah 13:10-13 
For the stars of heaven and their constellations Will not give their light; The sun will be darkened in its 

going forth, And the moon will not cause its light to shine. 11 “I will punish the world for its evil, And 
the wicked for their iniquity; I will halt the arrogance of the proud, And will lay low the haughtiness of 
the terrible. 12 I will make a mortal more rare than fine gold, A man more than the golden wedge of 

Ophir. 13 Therefore I will shake the heavens, And the earth will move out of her place, In the wrath of 
the LORD of hosts And in the day of His fierce anger.

Our 
morality, your lifestyle, your ethics, the passion that occupies you 
daily. 

 
There is an underlying support here implied but not mentioned – 

it doesn’t need to be, it’s a given. 
 

In the face of all things being “fired” by fire to see what endures, know that what is devoted to 
God and is holy / fully His – it shall pass through the coming fire and remain forever.
